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Conclusion

Suppressing wildfires has more hazards than
most jobs and wildland fire fighters are trained to
account for or to avoid altogether many of the
dangerous situations they might encounter.
However, some are not easily avoidable. This
design is an effort by REC to assist in one of the

many situations equipment operators face on the
fireline. While the design is not intended to be a
safety device, it will provide some short-term
protection and operator comfort  when
encountering a flareup near the equipment.
